Zheng He—China’s Magellan

Zheng He (1371—1433), the admiral of

e Ming Dynasty fleet, is considered to be
ne of the greatest maritime explorers. Born
nto a Muslim family and originally named
Ma Sanbao, Zheng He helped his patron to

become emperor and was made an admiral
in his early years. Under orders of the Ming
Emperor, Zheng commanded seven voyages
om China to the Pacific and Indian Oceans,
en 1405 and 1433, reaching the coasts

of Southeast Asia, India, the Middle East and
even East Africa. Researchers believe that
Zheng’s fleet consisted of hundreds of huge
ships which were equipped with the most
advanced nautical navigation tools, and with
a crew of over 20,000. Zheng’s expeditions
introduced Chinese civilization to India, Arabia
and Africa, opened up Chinese trade routes,
and greatly advanced maritime navigation
technology.
